Board of Assessors

* § 58.1-3271. Appointment of board of assessors and real
estate appraiser or board of equalization in counties and
cities.

* A. The governing body may appoint a board of real estate
assessors, the compensation of which shall be fixed by
the governing bodly.

* B. The governing body may appoint a real estate appraiser
to serve in lieu of the board of assessors provided for in
subsection A.
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Benefits

» Approximately $60,000 per assessment
* Avoid conflicts of interest
* Avoid unnecessary mileage

* Avoid training to ensure computer literate and
ability to use County systems

* Avoid another layer of bureaucracy—administrative
requirements, etc.



Disadvantages(?)

* Possibility of more frequent citizen appeal/contact
with members of the Board of Supervisors
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
